with the truth of thy doctrine, and endue them with innocency of life, that they may 
faithfully serve before thee, to the glory of thy great Name, and the benefit of thy holy 
Church; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

ALMIGHTY God, give us grace that we may cast away the works of darkness, and put 
upon us the armour of light, now in the time of this mortal- life, in which thy Son Jesus 
Christ came to visit us in great humility; that in the last day, when he shall come again in his 
glorious majesty to judge both the quick and the dead, we may rise to the life immortal, 
through him who Liveth and reigneth with thee and the Holy Ghost, now and ever.

The Epistle, I Corinthians 3:5-11.  

WHO then is Paul, and who is Apollos, but ministers by whom ye believed, even as the 
Lord gave to every man? I have planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the increase. So 
then neither is he that planteth any thing, neither he that watereth; but God that giveth the 
increase. Now he that planteth and he that watereth are equal: and every man shall receive 
his own reward according to his own labour. For we are labourers together with God: ye are 
God's husbandry, ye are God's building. According to the grace of God which is given unto 
me, as a wise masterbuilder, I have laid the foundation, and another build-  i eth thereon. But 
let every man take heed how he buildeth thereupon. For other foundation can no man lay 
than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ.  

The Gospel. St. John 4:31-38.  
IN the mean while his disciples prayed him, saying, Master, eat. But he said unto them, I 

have meat to eat that ye know not of. Therefore said the disciples one to another, Hath any 
man brought him ought to eat? Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that 
sent me, and to finish his work. Say not ye, There are yet four ; months, and then cometh 
harvest? behold, I say unto you;  
Lift up your eyes, and look on the fields; for they are white already to harvest. And he that 
reapeth receiveth wages,j and gathereth fruit unto life eternal: that both he that soweth and 
he that reapeth may rejoice together. And herein is that saying true, One soweth, and 
another reapeth. I sent you to reap that whereon ye bestowed no labour: other men 
laboured, and ye are entered into their labours.

The Epistle I Peter 4:7-11.  
THE end of all things is at hand: be ye therefore sober, and watch unto prayer. And 

above all things have fervent charity among yourselves: for charity shall cover the multitude 
of sins. Use hospitality one to another without grudging. As every man hath received the 
gift, even so minister the same one to another, as good stewards of the manifold grace of 
God. If any man speak, let him speak as the oracles of God, if any man minister, let him do 
it as of the ability which God giveth: that God in all things may be glorified through Jesus 
Christ to whom be praise and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.  

The Gospel. St. Luke 12:25-44.  
JESUS said: Which of you by being anxious can add a cubit to his span of life? If ye then 

be not able to do that thing which is least, why are ye anxious for the rest? Consider the lilies 
how they grow: they toil not, they spin not; and yet I say unto you, that Solomon in all his 
glory was not arrayed like one of these. If then God so clothe the grass, which is to day in 
the field, and to morrow is cast into the oven; how much more will he clothe you, O ye of 
little faith? And seek not ye what ye shall eat, or w hat ye wall drink, neither be ye of doubtful 
mind. For all these things do the nations of the world seek after: and your Father knoweth 
that ye have need of these things. But rather seek ye the kingdom of God; and all these 
things shall be added unto you.  

Fear not, little flock; for it is your Father's good pleasure to give you the kingdom. Sell 
that ye have, and give alms; provide yourselves bags which wax not old, a treasure in the 
heavens that faileth not, where no thief approacheth, neither moth corrupteth. For where 
your treasure is, there will your heart be also. Let your loins be girded about, and your lights 
burning; and ye yourselves like unto men that wait for their lord, when he will return from 
the wedding; that when he cometh and knocketh, they may open unto him immediately. 
Blessed are those servants, whom the lord when he cometh shall find watching: verily I say 
unto you, that he shall gird himself, and make them to sit down to meat, and will come forth 
and serve them. And if he shall come in the second watch, or come in the third watch, and 
find them so, blessed are those servants. And this know, that if the goodman of the house 
had known what hour the thief would come, he would have watched, and not have suffered 
his house to be broken through. Be ye therefore ready also: for the Son of man cometh at an 
hour when ye think not.  

Then Peter said unto him, Lord, speakest thou this parable unto us, or even to all? And 
the Lord said, Who then is that faithful and wise steward, whom his lord shall make ruler 
over his household, to give them their portion of meat in due season? Blessed is that servant, 
whom his lord when he cometh shall find so doing. Of a truth I say unto you, that he will 
make him ruler over all that he hath.

The Epistle. I Timothy 1: 12-17.  
I THANK Christ Jesus our Lord, who hath enabled me, for that he counted me faithful, 

putting me into the ministry; who was before a blasphemer, and a persecutor, and injurious: 
but I obtained mercy, because I did it ignorantly in unbelief. And the grace of our Lord was 
exceeding abundant with faith and love which is in Christ Jesus. This is a faithful saying, and 
worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom I 
am chief. Howbeit for this cause I obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus Christ might shew 
forth all longsuffering, for a pattern to them which should hereafter believe on him to life 
everlasting. Now unto the King eternal, immortal, invisible, the only wise God, be honour 
and glory for ever and ever. Amen.  

The Gospel. St. Matthew 16:24-27.  
THEN said Jesus unto his disciples, If any man will come after me, let him deny himself, 

and take up his cross, and follow me. For whosoever will save his life shall lose it: and 
whosoever will lose his life for my sake shall find it. For what is a man profited, if he shall 
gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? or what shall a man give in exchange tor his 
soul? For the Son of man shall come in the glory of his Father with his angels; and then he 
shall reward every man according to his works.  
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LENTEN SEASON

FRIDAY AFTER ASH WEDNESDAY  

The Collect.  
ALMIGHTY and everlasting God, who hatest nothing that thou hast made, and dost 

forgive the sins of all those who are penitent: Create and make in us new and contrite hearts, 
that we, worthily lamenting our sins and acknowledging our wretchedness, may obtain of 
thee, the God of all mercy, perfect remission and forgiveness; through Jesus Christ our 
Lord, Amen. 

This Collect is to be said every day in Lent, after The Collect appointed for the day, until 
Palm Sunday.  

The Epistle. Isaiah 58:1-12.  
CRY aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet, and shew my people their 
transgression, and the house of Jacob their sins. Yet they seek me daily, and delight to know 
my ways, as a nation that did righteousness, and forsook not the ordinance of their God: 
they ask of me the ordinances of justice; they take delight in approaching to God. Wherefore 
have we fasted, say they, and thou seest not? wherefore have we afflicted our soul, and thou 
takest no knowledge? Behold, in the day of your fast ye find pleasure, and exact all your 
labours. Behold, ye fast for strife and debate, and to smite with the fist of wickedness: ye 
shall not fast as ye do this day, to make your voice to be heard on high. Is it such a fast that I 
have chosen? a day for a man to afflict his soul? is it to bow down his head as a bulrush, and 
to spread sackcloth and ashes under him? wilt thou call this a fast, and an acceptable day to 
the LORD?  

Is not this the fast that I have chosen? to loose the bands of wickedness, to undo the 
heavy burdens, and to let the oppressed go free, and that ye break every yoke? Is it not to 
deal thy bread to the hungry, and that thou bring the poor that are cast out to thy house? 
when thou seest the naked, that thou cover him; and that thou hide not thyself from thine 
own flesh? Then shall thy light break forth as the morning, and thine health shall spring 
forth speedily: and thy righteousness shall go before thee; the glory of the LORD shall be thy 
rear guard. Then shah thou call, and the LORD shall answer; thou shalt cry, and he shall say, 
Here I am.  

If thou take away from the midst of thee the yoke, the putting forth of the finger, and 
speaking vanity; and if thou draw out thy soul to the hungry, and satisfy the afflicted soul; 
then shall thy light rise in obscurity, and thy darkness be as the noon day: and the LORD shall 
guide thee continually, and satisfy thy soul in drought, and make fat thy bones: and thou 
shalt be like a watered garden, and like a spring of water, whose waters fail not. And they 
that shall be of thee shall build the old waste places: thou shalt raise up the foundations of 
many generations; and thou shalt be called, The repairer of the breach, The restorer of paths 
to dwell in.  
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The Gospel. St Matthew 5:43-6:8.  
YE have heard that it hath been said, Thou shalt thy neighbour, and hate thine enemy. 

But I say you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, 
and pray for them which despite- fully use you, and persecute you; that ye may be the 
children of your Father which is in heaven: for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on 
the good, and sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust. For if ye love them which love you, 
what reward have ye? do not even the publicans the same? And if ye salute your brethren 
only, what do ye love unto more than others? do not even the publicans so? Be ye therefore 
perfect, even as your Father which is in heaven is perfect.  

Take heed that ye do not your alms before men, to be seen of them: otherwise ye have 
no reward of your Father which is in heaven. Therefore when thou doest thuje alms, do not 
sound a trumpet before thee, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, that 
they may have glory of men. Verily I say unto you, They have their reward. But when thou 
doest alms, let not thy left hand know what thy right hand doeth: that thine alms may be in 
secret: and thy Father which seeth in secret himself shall reward thee openly.  
And when thou prayest, thou shalt not be as the hypocrites are: for they love to pray 
standing in the synagogues and in the corners of the streets, that they may be seen of men. 
Verily I say unto you, They have their reward. But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy 
closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy 
Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly. But when ye pray, use not vain 
repetitions, as the heathen do for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking. 
Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of, 
before ye ask him.  

WEDNESDAY IN THE FIRST WEEK OF LENT  
EMBER DAY

to thy blessed kingdom; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. Exodus 24:12-18  
THE LORD said unto Moses, Come up to me into the mount, and be there: and I will 

give thee tables of stone, and a law, and commandments which I have written; that thou 
mayest teach them. And Moses rose up, and his minister Joshua: and Moses went up into the 
mount of God. And he said unto the elders, Tarry ye here for us, until we come again unto 
you: and, behold, Aaron and Hur are with you: if any man have any matters to do, let him 
come unto them. And Moses went up into the mount, and a cloud covered the mount. And 
the glory of the LORD abode upon mount Sinai, and the cloud covered it six days: and the 
seventh day he called unto Moses out of the midst of the cloud. And the sight of the glory of 
the LORD was like devouring fire on the top of the mount in the eyes of the children of 
Israel. And Moses went into the midst of the cloud, and gat him up into the mount: and 
Moses was in the mount forty days and forty nights.  
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The Gospel. St. Matthew 20:17-28.  
JESUS going up to Jerusalem took the twelve disciples apart in the way, and said unto 

them, Behold, we go up to Jerusalem; and the Son of man shall be betrayed unto the chief 
priests and unto the scribes, and they shall condemn him to death, and shall deliver him to 
the Gentiles to mock, and to scourge, and to crucify him: and the third day he shall rise 
again.  

Then came to him the mother of Zebedee's children with her sons, worshipping him, and 
desiring a certain thing of him. And he said unto her, What wilt thou? She saith unto him, 
Grant that these my two sons may sit, the one on thy right hand, and the other on the left, in 
thy kingdom. But Jesus answered and said, Ye know not what ye ask. Are ye able to drink of 
the cup that I shall drink of, and to be baptized with the baptism that I am baptized with? 
They say unto him, We are able. And he saith unto them, Ye shall drink indeed of my cup, 
and be baptized with the baptism I that I am baptized with: but to sit on my right hand, and 
I on my left, is not mine to give, but it shall be given to them for whom it is prepared of my 
Father. And when the ten heard it, they were moved with indignation against the two 
brethren. But Jesus called them unto him, and said, Ye know that the princes of the Gentiles 
exercise dominion over them, and they that are great exercise authority upon them. But it 
shall not be so among you: but whosoever will be great among you, let him be your minister; 
and whosoever will be chief among you, let him be your servant: even as the Son of man 
came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many.

The Epistle, i Kings 19:1-8  
AHAB told Jezebel all that Elijah had done, and withal how he had slain all the prophets 

with the sword. Then Jezebel sent a messenger unto Elijah, saying, So let the gods do to me, 
and more also, if I make not thy life as the life of one of them by to morrow about this time. 
And when he saw that, he arose, and went for his life, and came to Beer-heba, which 
belongeth to Judah, and left his  

servant there.  
But he himself went a day's journey into the wilderness, and came and sat down under a 

broom tree: and he requested for himself that he might die; and said, It is enough; now, O 
LORD, take away my life; for I am not better than my fathers. And as he lay and slept under a 
broom tree, behold, then an angel touched him, and said unto him, Arise and eat. And he 
looked, and, behold, there was a cake baken on the coals, and a cruse of water at his head. 
And he did eat and drink, and laid him down again. And the angel of the LORD came again 
the second time, and touched him, and said, Arise and eat; because the journey is too great 
for thee. And he arose, and did eat and drink, and went in the strength of that meat forty 
days and forty nights unto Horeb the mount of God.  
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The Gospel. St. Matthew 21:33-44.  
JESUS said: There was a certain householder, which u planted a vineyard, and hedged it 

round about, and digged a wine-press in it, and built a tower, and let it out to husbandmen, 
and went into a far country: and when the time of the fruit drew near, he sent his servants to 
the husbandmen, that they might receive the fruits of it. And the husbandmen took his 
servants, and beat one, and killed another, and stoned another. Again, he sent other servants 
more than the first: and they did unto them likewise. But last of all he sent unto them his 
son, saying, They will reverence my son. But when the husbandmen saw the son, they said 
among themselves, This is the heir; come, let us kill him, and let us seize on his inheritance. 
And they caught him, and cast him out of the vineyard, and slew him. When the lord 
therefore of the vineyard cometh, what will he do unto those husbandmen? They say unto 
him, He will Miserably destroy those wicked men, and will let out his vineyard unto other 
husbandmen, which shall render him the fruits in their seasons. Jesus saith unto them, Did 
ye never read in the scriptures,  

The stone which the builders rejected,  
the same is become the head of the corner:  
this is the Lord's doing,  
and it is marvellous in our eyes?  
Therefore say I unto you, The kingdom of Gqd shall be taken from you, and given to a 

nation bringing forth the fruits thereof. And whosoever shall fall on this stone shall be 
broken: but on whomsoever it shall fall, it will grind him to powder.  

SATURDAY IN THE FIRST WEEK OF LENT  
EMBER DAY  

The Collect.  
O ALMIGHTY God, who hast committed to the hands' of men the ministry of 

reconciliation: We humbly beseech thee, by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, to put it into 
the hearts of many to offer themselves for this ministry; that thereby mankind may be drawn 
to thy blessed kingdom; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. 2 Corinthians 3:4-18.  
SUCH confidence have we through Christ to God-ward: not that we are sufficient of 

ourselves, to account anything as from ourselves; but our sufficiency is from God; who also 
made us sufficient as ministers of a new covenant; the Spirit giveth life. But if the 
ministration of death written, and engraven on stones, came with glory, so that the children 
of Israel could not look stedfastly upon the face of Moses for the glory of his face; which 
glory was passing away: how shall not rather the ministration of the spirit be with glory? For 
if the ministration of condemnation is glory, much rather doth the ministration of 
righteousness exceed in glory. For verily that which hath been made glorious in this respect, 
by reason of the glory that surpasseth. For if that which passeth away was with glory, much 
more that which remaineth is in glory.  
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Having therefore such a hope, we use great boldness of speech, and are not as Moses, 
who put a veil upon his face, that the children of Israel should not look stedfastly on the end 
of that which was passing away: but their minds were hardened: for until this very day at the 
reading of the old covenant the same veil remaineth unlifted; which veil is. done away in 
Christ. But unto this day, whensoever Moses is read, a veil lieth upon their heart. But 
whensoever a man shall turn to the Lord, the veil is taken away. Now the Lord is the Spirit: 
and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty. But we all, with unveiled face reflecting 
as a mirror the glory of the Lord, are transformed into the same image from glory to glory, 
even as from the Lord the Spirit.  

The Gospel. St. Luke 9:28-36.  
AND it came to pass about an eight days after these sayings, he took Peter and John and 

James, and went up into a mountain to pray. And as he prayed, the fashion of his 
countenance was altered, and his raiment was white and glistering. And, behold, there talked 
with him two men, which were Moses and Elias: who appeared in glory, and spake of his 
decease which he should accomplish at Jerusalem. But Peter and they that were with him 
were heavy with sleep: and when they were awake, they saw his glory, and the two men that 
stood with him. And it came to pass, as they departed from him, Peter said unto Jesus, 
Master,. it is good for us to be here: and let us make three tabernacles; one for thee, and one 
for Moses, and one for Elias: not knowing what he said. While he thus spake, there came a 
cloud, and overshadowed them: and they feared as they entered into the cloud. And there 
came a voice out of the cloud, saying, This is my beloved Son: hear him. And when the voice 
was past, Jesus was found alone. And they kept it close, and told no man in those days any 
of those things which they had seen.  

WEDNESDAY IN THE SECOND WEEK OF LENT  

The Collect.  
ALMIGHTY God, who seest that we have no power of ourselves to help ourselves: 

Keep us both outwardly in our bodies, and inwardly in our souls; that we may be defended 
from all adversities which may happen to the body, and from all evil thoughts which may 
assault and hurt the soul; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. Jeremiah 2:4-13.  
HEAR ye the word of the LORD, O house of Jacob, and all the families of the house of 
Israel: Thus saith the LORD, What iniquity have your fathers found in me, that they are gone 
far from me, and have walked after vanity, and are become vain? Neither said they, Where is 
the LORD that brought us up out of the land of Egypt, that led us through the wilderness, 
through a land of deserts and of pits, through a land of drought, and of the shadow of death, 
through a land that no man passed through, and where no man dwelt? And I brought you 
into a plentiful country, to eat the fruit thereof and the goodness thereof; but when ye 
entered, ye defiled my land, and made mine heritage an abomination. The priests said not, 
Where is the LORD? and they that handle the law knew me not: the shepherds also 
transgressed against me, and the prophets prophesied by Baal, and walked after things that 
do not profit.  
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Wherefore I will yet plead with you, saith the LORD, and with your children's children 
will I plead. For pass over the isles of Chittim, and see; and send unto Kedar, and consider 
diligently, and see if there be such a thing. Hath a nation changed their gods, which are yet 
no gods? but my people have changed their glory for that which doth not profit. Be 
astonished, O ye heavens, at this, and be horribly afraid, be ye very desolate, saith the LORD. 
For my people have committed two evils; they have forsaken me the fountain of living 
waters, and hewed them out cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no water.  

The Gospel. St. John 4:5-26.  
THEN cometh Jesus to a city of Samaria, which is called, near to the parcel of ground 

that Jacob gave to his son Joseph. Now Jacob's well was there. Jesus therefore, being wearied 
with his journey, sat thus on the well: and it was about the sixth hour.  

There cometh a woman of Samaria to draw water: Jesus saith unto her, Give me to 
drink. (For his disciples were gone away unto the city to buy meat.) Then saith the woman of 
Samaria unto him, How is it that thou, being a Jew, askest drink of me, which am a woman 
of Samaria? for the Jews have no dealings with the Samaritans. Jesus answered and said unto 
her, If thou knewest the gift of God, and who it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink; thou 
wouldest have asked of him, and he would have given thee living water. The woman saith 
unto him, Sir, thou hast nothing to draw with, and the well is deep: from whence then hast 
thou that living water? Art thou greater than our father Jacob, which gave us the well, and 
drank thereof himself, and his children, and his cattle? Jesus answered and said unto her, 
Whosoever drinketh of this water shall thirst again: but whosoever drinketh of the water that 
I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of 
water springing up into everlasting life. The woman saith unto him, Sir, give me this water, 
that I thirst not, neither come hither to draw.  

Jesus saith unto her, Go, call thy husband, and come hither. The woman answered and 
said, I have no husband. Jesus said unto her, Thou hast well said, I have no husband: for 
thou hast had five husbands; and he whom thou now hast is not thy husband: in that saidst 
thou truly. The woman saith unto him, Sir, I perceive that thou art a prophet. Our fathers 
worshipped in this mountain; and ye say, that in Jerusalem is the place where men ought to 
worshiy. Jesus saith unto her, Woman, believe me, the hour cometn, when ye shall neither in 
this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father. Ye worship ye know not what: we 
know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews. But the hour cometh, and now is, when 
the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh 
such to worship him. God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit 
and in truth. The woman saith unto him, I know that Messias cometh, which is called Christ: 
when he is come, he will tell us all things. Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am he.  

FRIDAY IN THE. SECOND WEEK OF LENT  

The Collect.  
ALMIGHTY God, who seest that we have no power of ourselves to help ourselves: Keep 
us both outwardly in our bodies, and inwardly in our souls; that we may be defended from 
all adversities which may happen to the body, and from all evil thoughts which may assault 
and hurt the soul; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  
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The Epistle. Numbers 20:1-13.  
THEN came the children of Israel, even the whole congregation, into the desert of Zin 

in the first month: and the people abode in Kadesh; and Miriam died there, and was buried 
there.  

And there was no water for the congregation: and they gathered themselves together 
against Moses and against Aaron. And the people chode with Moses, and spake, saying, 
Would God that we had died when our brethren died before the LORD! And why have ye 
brought up the congregation of the LORD into this wilderness, that we and our cattle should 
die there? And wherefore have ye made us to come up out of Egypt, to bring us in unto this 
evil place? it is no place of seed, or of figs, or of vines, or of pomegranates; neither is there 
any water to drink. And Moses and Aaron went from the presence of the assembly unto the 
door of the tabernacle of the congregation, and they fell upon their faces: and the glory of 
the LORD appeared unto them. And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, Take the rod, and 
gather thou the assembly together, thou, and Aaron thy brother, and speak ye unto the rock 
before their eyes; and it shall give forth his water, and thou shall bring forth to them water 
out of the rock: so thou shalt give the congregation and their beasts drink. And Moses took 
the rod from before the LORD, as he commanded him.  

And Moses and Aaron gathered the congregation together before the rock, and he said 
unto them, Hear now, ye rebels; must we fetch you water out of this rock? And Moses lifted 
up his hand, and with his rod he smote the rock twice: and the water came out abundantly, 
and the congregation drank, and their beasts also. And the LORD spake unto Moses and 
Aaron, Because ye believed me not, to sanctify me in the eyes of the children of Israel, 
therefore ye shall not bring this congregation into the land which I have given them. This is 
the water of Meribah; because the children of Israel strove with the LORD, and he showed 
himself holy among them.  

The Gospel. St. John 5:1-16.  
AFTER this there was a feast of the Jews; and Jesus went up to Jerusalem. Now there is at 

Jerusalem by we sheep market a pool, which is called in the Hebrew tongue Bethesda, having 
five porches. In these lay a great Multitude of crippled folk, of blind, halt, withered, waiting 
for the moving of the water. For an angel went down at a certain season into the pool, and 
troubled the water: who soever then first after the troubling of the water stepped in was 
made whole of whatsoever disease he had. And a certain man was there, which had an 
infirmity thirty and eight years. When Jesus saw him lie, and knew that he had been now a 
long time in that case, he saith unto him, Wilt thou be made whole? The crippled man 
answered Aim, Sir, I have no man, when the water is troubled, to put me into the pool: but 
while I am coming, another steppeth down before me. Jesus saith unto him, Rise, take up 
thy bed, and walk. And immediately the man was made whole, and took up his bed, and 
walked: and on the same day was the sabbath.  
The Jews therefore said unto him that was cured, It is the sabbath day: it is not lawful for 
thee to carry thy bed. He answered them, He that made me whole, the same said unto me, 
Take up thy bed, and walk. Then asked they him, What man is that which said unto thee, 
Take up thy bed, and walk? And he that was healed wist not who it was: for Jesus had 
conveyed himself away, a multitude being in that place. Afterward Jesus findeth him in the 
temple, and said unto him, Behold, thou art made whole: sin no more, lest a worse thing 
come unto thee. The man departed, and told the Jews that it was Jesus, which had made him 
whole. And therefore did the Jews persecute Jesus, and sought to slay him, because he had 
done these things on the sabbath day.

The Epistle. 2 Samuel 12: 1-15.  
AND the Lord sent Nathan unto David. And he came unto him, and said unto him, 

There were two men in one city; the one rich, and the other poor. The rich man had 
exceeding many flocks and herds: but the poor man had nothing, save one little ewe lamb, 
which he had bought and nourished up: and it grew up together with him, and with his 
children; it did eat of his own meat, and drank of his own cup, and lay in his bosom, and was 
unto him as a daughter. And there came a traveller unto the rich man, and he spared to take 
of his own flock and of his own herd, to dress for the wayfaring man that was come unto 
him; but took the poor man's lamb, and dressed it for the man that was come to him. And 
David's anger was greatly kindled against the man; and he said to Nathan, As the LORD 
liveth, the man that hath done this thing shall surely die: and he shall restore the lamb 
fourfold, because he did this thing, and because he had no pity.  

And Nathan said to David, Thou art the man. Thus saith the LORD God of Israel, I 
anointed thee king over Israel, and I delivered thee out of the hand of Saul; and I gave thee 
thy master's house, and thy master's wives into thy bosom, and gave thee the house of Israel 
and of Judah; and if that had been too little, I would moreover have given unto thee such 
and such things. Wherefore hast thou despised the commandment of the LORD, to do evil in 
his sight? thou hast killed Uriah the Hittite with the sword, and hast taken his wife to be thy 
wife, and hast slain him with the sword of the children of Ammon. Now therefore the sword 
shall never depart from thine house; because thou hast despised me, snd hast taken the wife 
of Uriah the Hittite to be thy wife.  

Thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will raise up evil against thee °w of thine own house, and 
I will take thy wives before thine eyes, and give them unto thy neighbour, and he shall lie 
with thy wives in the sight of this sun. For thou didst it secretly: but I will do this thing 
before all Israel, and before i the sun. And David said unto Nathan, I have sinned against 1 
the LORD. And Nathan said unto David, The LORD also hath j put away thy sin; thou shalt 
not die. Howbeit, because by | this deed thou hast given great occasion to the enemies of J 
the LORD to blaspheme, the child also that is born unto thee shall surely die. And Nathan 
departed unto his house.  

The Gospel. St. John 8:12, 28-36.  
THEN spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the : light of the world: he that 

followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life. When ye have lifted 
up the Son of man, then shall ye know that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as 
my Father hath taught me, I speak these things. And he that sent me is with me: the Father 
hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that please him. As he spake these 
words, many believed on him.  
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Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then 
are ye my disciples indeed; and ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free. 
They answered him, We be Abraham's seed, and were never in bondage to any man: how 
sayest thou, Ye shall be made free? Jesus answered them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, 
Whosoever committeth sin is the servant of sin. And the servant abideth not in the house 
for ever: but the Son abideth ever. If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free 
indeed.  

FRIDAY IN THE THIRD WEEK OF LENT  

The Collect.  
WE beseech thee, Almighty God, look upon the hearty desires of thy humble servants, 

and stretch forth the right hand of thy Majesty, to be our defence against all our enemies; 
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle, I Kings 21:1-20.  
AND it came to pass after these things, that Naboth the Jezreelite had a vineyard, which 

was in Jezreel, hard by the palace of Ahab king of Samaria. And Ahab spake unto Naboth, 
saying, Give me thy vineyard, that I may have it for a garden of herbs, because it is near unto 
my house: and I will give thee for it a better vineyard than it; or, if it seem good to thee, I 
will give thee the worth of it in money. And Naboth said to Ahab, The LORD forbid it me, 
that I should give the inheritance of my fathers unto thee. And Ahab came into his house 
heavy and displeased because of the word which Naboth the Jezreelite had spoken to him: 
for he had said, I will not give thee the inheritance of my fathers. And he laid him down 
upon his bed, and turned away his face, and would eat no bread.  

But Jezebel his wife came to him and said unto him, Why is thy spirit so sad, that thou 
eatest no bread? And he said unto her, Because I spake unto Naboth the Jezreelite, and said 
unto him, Give me thy vineyard for money; or else, if it please thee, I will give thee another 
vineyard for it: and he answered, I will not give thee my vineyard. And Jezebel his wife said 
unto him, Dost thou now govern the kingdom of Israel? arise, and eat bread, and let thine 
heart be merry: I will give thee the vineyard of Naboth the Jezreelite. So she wrote letters in 
Ahab's name, and sealed them with his seal, and sent the letters unto the elders and to the 
nobles that were in his city, dwelling with Naboth. And she wrote in the letters, saying, 
Proclaim a fast, and set Naboth on high among the people: and set two men, sons of Belial, 
before him, to bear witness against him, saying, Thou didst blaspheme God and the king. 
And then carry him out, and Stone him, that he may die.  

And the men of his city, even the elders and the nobles who were the inhabitants in his 
city, did as Jezebel had sent unto them, and as it was written in the letters which she had sent 
unto them. They proclaimed a fast, and set Naboth on high among the people. And there 
came in two men, children of Belial, and sat before him: and the men of Belial witnessed 
against him, even against Naboth, in the presence of the people, saying, Naboth did 
blaspheme God and the king. Then they carried him forth out of the city, and stoned him 
with stones, that he died. Then they sent to Jezebel, saying, Naboth is stoned, and if) dead. 
And it came to pass, when Jezebel heard that Naboth was stoned, and was dead, that Jezebel 
said to Ahab, Arise, take possession of the vineyard of Naboth the Jezreelite, which he 
refused to give thee for money: for Naboth is not alive, but dead. And it came to pass, when 
Ahab heard that Naboth was dead, that Ahab rose up to go down to the vineyard of Naboth 
the Jezreelite, to take possession of it.  
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And the word of the LORD came to Elijah the Tishbite, i saying, Arise, go down to meet 
Ahab king of Israel, which | is in Samaria: behold, he is in the vineyard of Naboth, whither 
he is gone down to possess it. And thou shalt speak | unto him, saying, Thus saith the 
LORD, Hast thou killed, and also taken possession? And thou shalt speak unto him, saying, 
Thus saith the LORD, In the place where dogs licked: the blood of Naboth shall dogs lick thy 
blood, even thine., And Ahab said to Elijah, Hast thou found me, O mine enemy? And he 
answered, I have found thee: because thou hast sold thyself to work evil in the sight of the 
LORD.  

The Gospel. St. John 7:14-18, 25-30.  
NOW about the midst of the feast Jesus went up into the temple, and taught. And the Jews 
marvelled saying, How knoweth this man letters, having never learned? Jesus answered 
them, and said, My doctrine is not mine, but his that sent me. If any man will do his will, he 
shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of myself. He that 
speaketh of himself seeketh his own glory; but he that seeketh his glory that sent him, the 
same is true, and no unrighteousness is in him.  

Then said some of them of Jerusalem, Is not this he, whom they seek to kill? But, lo, he 
speaketh boldly, and they say nothing unto him. Do the rulers know indeed that this is the 
very Christ? Howbeit we know this man whence he is: but when Christ cometh, no man 
knoweth whence he is. Then cried Jesus in the temple as he taught, saying, Ye both know 
me, and ye know whence I am: and I am not come of myself, but he that sent me is true, 
whom ye know not. But I know him: for I am from him, and he hath sent me. Then they 
sought to take him: but no man laid hands on him, because his hour was not yet come.

The Epistle. Jeremiah 31:31-34.  
BEHOLD, the days come, saith the LORD, that I willmake a new covenant with the 

house of Israel, and with the house of Judah: not according to the covenant that I made with 
their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; 
which my covenant they brake, although I was an husband unto them, saith the LORD: but 
this shall be the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel; After those days, saith 
the LORD, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their 
God, and they shall be my people. And they shall teach no more every man his neighbour, 
and every man his brother, saying. Know the LORD: for they shall all know me, from the 
least of them onto the greatest of them, saith the LORD: for I will forgive their iniquity, and I 
will remember their sin no more.  
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The Gospel. St. John 9:1-38.  
AS Jesus passed by, he saw a man which was blind from his birth. And his disciples 

asked him, saying, Master, who did sin, this man, or his parents, that he was born blind? 
Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God 
should be made manifest in him. I must work the works of him that sent me, while it is day: 
the night cometh, when no man can work. As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the 
world. When he had thus spoken, he spat on the ground, and made clay of the spittle, and he 
anointed the eyes of the blind man with the clay, and said unto him, Go, wash in the pool of 
Siloam, (which is by interpretation, Sent.) He went his way therefore, and washed, and came 
seeing. The neighbours therefore, and they which before had seen him that he was blind, 
said, Is not this he that sat and begged? Some said, This is he: others said, He is like him: but 
he said, I am he. Therefore said they unto him, How were thine eyes opened? He answered 
and said, A man that is called Jesus made clay, and anointed mine eyes, and said unto me, Go 
to the pool of Siloam, and wash: and I went and washed, and I received sight. Then said they 
unto him, Where if he? He said, I know not.  

They brought to the Pharisees him that aforetime was blind. And it was the sabbath day 
when Jesus made the clay, and opened his eyes. Then again the Pharisees also asked him 
how he had received his sight. He said unto them, He put clay upon mine eyes, and I 
washed, and do see. Therefore said  
some of the Pharisees, This man is not of God, because he keepeth not the sabbath day. 
Others said, How can a man that is a sinner do such miracles? And there was a division 
among them. They say unto the blind man again, What sayest thou of him, that he hath 
opened thine-eyes? He said, He is a prophet.  

But the Jews did not believe concerning him, that he had been blind, and received his 
sight, until they called the parents of him that had received his sight. And they asked them, 
saying. Is this your son, who ye say was born blind? how then doth he now see? His parents 
answered them and said, We know that this is our son, and that he was born blind: but by 
what means he now seeth, we know not; or who hath opened his eyes, we know not: he is of 
age; ask him: he shall speak for himself. These words spake his parents, because they feared 
the Jews: for the Jews had agreed already, that if any man did confess that he was Christ, he 
should be put out of the synagogue. Therefore said his parents, He is of age; ask him.  

Then again called they the man that was blind, and said unto him, Give God the praise: 
we know that this man is-a sinner. He answered and said, Whether he be a sinner or no, I 
know not: one thing I know, that, whereas I was: blind, now I see. Then said they to him 
again, What did he to thee? how opened he thine eyes? He answered them, I have told you 
already, and ye did not hear: wherefore would ye hear it again? will ye also be his disciples? 
Then they reviled him, and said, Thou art his disciple; but we are Moses' disciples. We know 
that God spake unto Moses: as for this fellow, we know not from whence he is. The man 
answered and said unto them, Why herein is a marvellous thing, that ye know not from 
whence he is, and yet he hath opened mine eyes. Now we know that God heareth not 
sinners: but if any man be a worshipper of God, and doeth his will, him he heareth. Since the 
world began was it not heard that any man opened the eyes of one that was born blind. If 
this man were not of God, he could do nothing. They answered and said unto him, Thou 
wast altogether born in sins, and dost thou teach us? And they cast him out.  
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Jesus heard that they had cast him out; and when he had found him, he said unto him, 
Dost thou believe on the Son of man? He answered and said, Who is he, Lord, that I might 
believe on him? And Jesus said unto him, Thou hast | both seen him, and it is he that 
talketh with thee. And he | said, Lord, I believe. And he worshipped him.  

FRIDAY IN THE FOURTH WEEK OF LENT  

The Collect.

Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. Amen.  

The Epistle. Ezekiel 34:11-16.  
FOR thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I, even I, will both search my sheep, and seek 

them out. As a shepherd seeketh out his flock in the day that he is among his sheep that are 
scattered; so will I seek out my sheep, and will deliver them out of all places where they have 
been scattered in the cloudy and dark day. And I will bring them out from the people, and 
gather them from the countries, and will bring them to their own land, and feed them upon 
the mountains of Israel by the rivers, and in all the inhabited places of the country. I will 
feed them in a good pasture, and upon the high mountains of Israel shall their fold be: there 
shall they lie in a good fold, and in a fat pasture shall they feed upon the mountains of Israel. 
I will feed my flock, and I will cause them to lie down, saith the Lord GOD. I will seek that 
which was lost, and bring again that which was driven away, and will bind up that which was 
broken, and will strengthen that which was sick: but I will watch over the fat and the strong; 
I will feed them with judgment.  

The Gospel. St. John 10:17-31.  
THEREFORE doth my Father love me, because I lay down my life, that I might take it 

again. No man taketh it from me, but I lay it down of myself. I have power to lay it down, 
and I have power to take it again. This commandment have I received of my Father. There 
was a division therefore again among the Jews for these sayings. And many of them said, He 
hath a devil, and is mad; why hear ye him? Others said, These are not the words of him that 
hath a devil. Can a devil open the eyes of the blind?  

And it was at Jerusalem the feast of the dedication, and it was winter. And Jesus walked 
in the temple in Solomon's porch. Then came the Jews round about him, and said unto him, 
How long dost thou make us to doubt? If thou be the Christ, tell us plainly. Jesus answered 
them, I told you, and ye believed not: the works that I do in my Father's name, they bear 
witness of me. But ye believe not, because ye are not of my sheep, as I said unto you. My 
sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me: and I give unto them eternal 
life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand. My 
Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my 
Father's hand. I and my Father are one. Then the Jews took up stones again to stone him.  

WEDNESDAY IN THE FIFTH WEEK OF LENT  

The Collect.  
WE beseech thee, Almighty God, mercifully to look upon thy people; that by thy great 

goodness they "lay be governed and preserved evermore, both in body and soul; through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  
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The Epistle. Isaiah 49: 1-6.  
LISTEN, O isles, unto me; and hearken, ye people, from far; The LORD hath called me 

from the womb; from the bowels of my mother hath he made mention of my name. And he 
hath made my mouth like a sharp sword; in the shadow of his hand hath he hid me, and 
made me a polished arrow; in his quiver hath he hid me; and said unto me, Thou art my 
servant, OIsrael, in whom I will be glorified. Then I said, I have laboured in vain, I have 
spent my strength for nought, and in vain: yet surely my judgment is with the LORD, and my 
work with my God. And now, saith the LORD that formed me from the womb to be his 
servant, to bring Jacob again to him, Though Israel be not gathered, yet shall I be glorious in 
the eyes of the LORD, and my God shall be my strength. And he said, It is a light thing that 
thou shouldest be my servant to raise up the tribes of Jacob, and to restore the preserved of 
Israel: I will also give thee for a light to the Gentiles, that thou mayest be my salvation unto 
the end of the earth.  

The Gospel. St. John 11:1-46.  
NOW a certain man was sick, named Lazarus, of Beth-any, the town of Mary and her 

sister Martha. (It was that Mary which anointed the Lord with ointment, and wiped his feet 
with her hair, whose brother Lazarus was,- sick.) Therefore his sisters sent unto him, saying, 
Lord, behold, he whom thou lovest is sick. When Jesus heard that, he said, This sickness is 
not unto death, but for the glory of God, that the Son of God might be glorified thereby.  

Now Jesus loved Martha, and her sister, and Lazarus. When he had heard therefore that 
he was sick, he abode two days still in the same place where he was. Then after that saith he 
to his disciples, Let us go into Judsea again. His disciples say unto him, Master, the Jews of 
late sought to I stone thee; and goest thou thither again? Jesus answered, Are there not 
twelve hours in the day? If any man walk in the day, he stumbleth not, because he seeth the 
light of this world. But if a man walk in the night, he stumbleth, because there is no light in 
him. These things said he: and after that he saith unto them, Our friend Lazarus sleepeth; 
but I go, that I may awake him out of sleep. Then said his disciples, Lord, if he sleep, he shall 
do well. Howbeit Jesus spake of his death: but they thought that he had spoken of taking of 
rest in sleep. Then said Jesus unto them plainly Lazarus is dead. And I am glad for your 
sakes that I was not there, to the intent ye may believe; nevertheless let us go unto him. Then 
said Thomas, which is called Didymus, unto his fellow disciples, Let us also go, that we may 
die with him.  

Then when Jesus came, he found that he had lain in the grave four days already. Now 
Bethany was nigh unto Jerusalem, about fifteen furlongs off: and many of the Jews came to 
Martha and Mary, to comfort them concerning their brother. Then Martha, as soon as she 
heard that Jesus was coming, went and met him: but Mary sat still in the house. Then said 
Martha unto Jesus, Lord, if thou hadst been here, my brother had not died. But I know, that 
even now, whatsoever thou wilt ask of God, God will give it thee. Jesus saith unto her, Thy 
brother shall rise again. Martha saith unto him, I know that he shall rise again in the 
resurrection at the last day. Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that 
believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live: and whosoever liveth and believeth in 
me shall never die. Believest thou this? She saith unto him, Yea, Lord: I believe that thou art 
the Christ, the Son of God, which should come into the world.  
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And when she had so said, she went her way, and called Mary her sister secretly, saying, 
The Master is come, and calleth for thee. As soon as she heard that, she arose quickly, and 
came unto him. Now Jesus was not yet come into the town, but was in that place where 
Martha met him. The Jews then which were with her in the house, and comforted her, when 
they saw Mary, that she rose up hastily and went out, followed her, saying, She goeth unto 
the grave to weep ̂ there. Then when Mary was come where Jesus was, and saw him, she fell 
down at his feet, saying unto him, Lord, if thou hadst been here, my brother had not died. 
When Jesus therefore saw her weeping, and the Jews also weeping which came with her, he 
groaned in the spirit, and was troubled, and said, Where have ye laid him? They said unto 
him, Lord, come and see. Jesus wept. Then said the Jews, Behold how he loved him! And 
some of them said, Could not this man, which opened the eyes of the blind, have caused 
that even this man should not have died?  

Jesus therefore again groaning in himself cometh to the grave. It was a cave, and a stone 
lay upon it. Jesus said, Take ye away the stone. Martha, the sister of him that was dead, saith 
unto him, Lord, by this time he stinketh: for he hath been dead four days. Jesus saith unto 
her, Said I not unto thee, that, if thou wouldest believe, thou shouldest see the glory of God? 
Then they took away the stone from the place where the dead was laid. And Jesus lifted up 
his eyes, and said, Father, I thank thee that thou hast heard me. And I knew that thou 
hearest me always: but because of the people which stand by I said it, that they may believe 
that thou hast sent me. And when he thus had spoken, he cried with a loud voice, Lazarus, 
come forth. And he that was dead came forth, bound hand and foot with graveclothes: and 
his face was bound about with a napkin. Jesus saith unto them, Loose him, and let him go. 
Then many of the Jews which came to Mary, and had seen the things which Jesus did, 
believed on him. But some of them went their ways to the Pharisees, and told them what 
things Jesus had done.  

FRIDAY IN THE FIFTH WEEK OF LENT  

The Collect.  
WE beseech thee. Almighty God, mercifully to look upon thy people; that by thy great 

goodness they may be governed and preserved evermore, both in body and soul; through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. Isaiah 52:13-53:12  
BEHOLD, my servant shall prosper, he shall be exalted and extolled, and be very high. 

As many were astonished at thee; his visage was so marred more than any man, and his form 
more than the sons of men: so shall he startle many nations; the kings shall shut their 
mouths at him: for that which had not been told them shall they see; and that which they 
had not heard shall they consider.  

Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the LORD revealed? For he 
grew up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath no form nor 
comeliness, that we should look at him, and no beauty that we should desire him. He is 
despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it 
were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.  

Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, 
smitten of God, and afflicted. But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised 
for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are 
healed. All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the 
LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all.  
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He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a 
lamb to the slaughter, and as a Aeep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his 
mouth. He was taken from prison and from judgment: and who shall declare his generation? 
for he was cut off out of the land of the living: for the transgression of my people was he 
stricken. And he made his grave with the w icked, and with the rich in his death; although he 
had atone no violence, neither was any deceit in his mouth.  

Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief: when thou shalt make 
his soul an offering for sin, he shall see his seed, he shall prolong his days, and the pleasure 
of the LORD shall prosper in his hand. He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be 
satisfied: by his knowledge shall my righteous servant justify many; for he shall bear their 
iniquities. Therefore will I divide him a portion with the great, and he shall divide the spoil 
with the strong; because he hath poured out his soul unto death: and he was numbered with 
the transgressors; and he bare the sin of many, and made intercession for the transgressors.  

The Gospel. St. John 12:23-32.  
JESUS answered them, saying, The hour is come, that the Son of man should be 

glorified. Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except a corn of wheat fall into the ground and die, it 
abideth alone: but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit. He that loveth his life shall lose it; 
and he that hateth his life in this world shall keep it unto life eternal. If any man serve me, let 
him follow me; and where I am, there shall also my servant be: if any man serve me, him will 
my Father honour. Now is my soul troubled; and what shall I say? Father, save me from this 
hour: but for this cause came I unto this hour. Father, glorify thy name. Then came there a 
voice from heaven, saying, I have both glorified it, and will glorify it again. The people 
therefore, that stood by, and heard it, said that it thundered: others said, An angel spake to 
him. Jesus answered and said, This voice came not because of me, but for your sakes. Now 
is the judgment of this world: now shall the prince of this world be cast out. And I, if I be 
lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me.

of Pilate, when he was determined to let him go. But ye denied the Holy One and the Just, 
and desired a murderer to be granted unto you; and killed the Prince of life, whom God hath 
raised from the dead; whereof we are witnesses. And now, brethren, I know that through 
ignorance ye did it, as did also your rulers. But those things, which God before had shewed 
by the mouth of all his prophets, that Christ should suffer, he hath so fulfilled.  

Repent ye therefore, and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out, when the times 
of refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord. Unto you first God, having raised 
up his Son Jesus, sent him to bless you, in turning away every one of you from his iniquities.  

The Gospel. St. John 21:1-14.  
ATER these things Jesus shewed himself again to the disciples at the sea of Tiberias; and 

on this wise shewed he himself. There were together Simon Peter, and Thomas called 
Didymus, and Nathaniel of Cana in Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee, and two other of his 
disciples. Simon Peter saith unto them, I go a fishing. They say unto him, We also go with 
thee. They went forth, and entered into a ship immediately; and that night they caught 
nothing.  

But when the morning was now come, Jesus stood on the shore: but the disciples knew 
not that it was Jesus. Then Jesus saith unto them, Children, have ye any meat? They 
answered him, No. And he said unto them, Cast the net on the right side of the ship, and ye 
shall find. They cast therefore, and now they were not able to draw it for the multitude of 
fishes. Therefore that disciple whom Jesus loved saith unto Peter, It is the Lord. Now when 
Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he girt his fisher's coat unto him, (for he was naked,) 
and did cast himself into the sea. And the other disciples came in a little ship; (for they were 
not far from land, but as it were two hundred cubits,)  dragging the net with fishes.  

As soon then as they were come to land, they saw a fire of coals there, and fish laid 
thereon, and bread. Jesus saith unto them, Bring of the fish which ye have now caught. 
Simon Peter went up, and drew the net to land full of great fishes, an hundred and fifty and 
three: and for all there were so many, yet was not the net broken. Jesus saith unto them, 
Come and dine. And none of the disciples durst ask him, Who art thou? knowing that it was 
the Lord. Jesus then cometh, and taketh bread, and giveth them, and fish likewise. This is 
now the third time that Jesus shewed himself to his disciples, after that he was risen from the 
dead.

Come, see the place where the Lord 
lay. And go quickly, and tell his disciples that he is risen from the dead; aiid, behold, he goeth 
before you into Galilee; there shall ye see him: lo, I have told you.

And they say unto her, Woman, why 
weep-est thou? She saith unto them, Because they have taken away my Lord, and I know not 
-where they have laid him. And when she had thus said, she turned herself back, and saw 
Jesus standing, and knew not that it was Jesus.

She, supposing him to be the gardener, saith unto him, Sir, if 
thou have borne him hence, tell me where thou hast laid him, and I will take him away. Jesus 
saith unto her, Mary. She turned herself, and saith unto him, Rab-boni; which is to say, 
Master. Jesus saith unto her, Touch me not; for I am not yet ascended to my Father: but go 
to my brethren, and say unto them, I ascend unto my Father, and your Father; and to my 
God, and your God. Mary Magdalene came and told the disciples that she had seen the 
Lord, and that he had spoken these things unto her.

And I will 
make them and the places round about my hill a blessing; and I will cause the shower to 
come down in his season; there shall be showers of blessing. And the tree of the field shall 
yield her fruit, and the earth shall yield her increase, and they shall be safe in their land, and 
shall know that I am the LORD, when I have broken the bands of their yoke, and delivered 
them out of the hand of those that served themselves of them.

If a son shall ask bread of any of you that is a father, will he give 
him a stone? or if he ask a fish, will he for a fish give him a serpent? or if he shall ask an egg, 
will he offer him a scorpion? If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your 
children: how much more shall your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ask 
him?

Therefore seeing we have this 
ministry, as we have received mercy, we faint not; but have renounced the hidden things of 
dishonesty, not walking in craftiness, nor handling the word of God deceitfully; but by 
manifestation of the truth commending ourselves to every man's conscience in the sight of 
God. But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost: in whom the god of this world 
hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of 
Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto them. For we preach not ourselves, but 
Christ Jesus the Lord; and ourselves your servants for Jesus' sake. For God, who 
commanded the light to shine out of darkness, hath shined in our hearts, to give the light of 
the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.  

The Gospel. St. Luke 4:16-21.  
JESUS came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he 

went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read. And there was 
delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias. And when he had opened the book, he 
found the place where it was written.  

The Spirit of the Lord is upon me,

Because the carnal mind is 
enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. So then 
they that are in the flesh cannot please God. But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if 
so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is 
none of his. And if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life 
because of righteousness. But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in 
you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his 
Spirit that dwelleth in you.  

The Gospel. St. John 16:12-15.  
I HAVE yet many things to say unto you, but ye cannot bear them now. Howbeit when 

he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of 
himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to 
come. He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you. All things 
that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew it 
unto you.

For he is our peace, who hath made both one, and hath broken down the middle wall 
of partition between us; having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of 
commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, so 
making peace; and that he might reconcile both unto God in one body by the cross, having 
slam the enmity thereby: and came and preached peace to you which were afar off, and to 
them that were nigh. For through him we both have access by one Spirit unto the Father. 
Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellow citizens with the saints, 
and of the household of God; and are built upon the foundation of the apostles and 
prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone; in whom all the building fitly 
framed to unto an holy temple in the Lord: in whom ye also are builded together for an 
habitation of God through the Spirit.  
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The Gospel. St. John 20:19-23.  
THE same day at evening, being the first day of the week, when the doors were shut 

where the disciples were assembled for fear of the Jews, came Jesus and stood in the midst, 
and saith unto them, Peace be unto you. And when he had so said, he shewed unto them his 
hands and his side. Then were the disciples glad, when they saw the Lord. Then said Jesus to 
them again. Peace be unto you: as my Father hath sent me, even so send I you. And when he 
had said this, he breathed on them, and saith unto them, Receive ye the Holy Ghost: whose 
soever sins ye remit, they are remitted unto them; and whose soever sins ye retain, they are 
retained.

AND the apostles and brethren that were in Judea heard that the Gentiles had also 

received the word of God. And when Peter was come up to Jerusalem, they that were of the 
circumcision contended with him, saying, Thou wentest in to men uncircumcised, and didst 
eat with them. But Peter rehearsed the matter from the beginning, and expounded it by 
order unto them, saying, I was in the city of Joppa praying: and in a trance I saw a vision, A 
certain vessel descended, as it had been a great sheet, let down from heaven by four corners; 
and it came even to me: upon the which when I had fastened mine eyes, I considered, and 
saw fourfooted beasts of the earth, and wild beasts, and creeping things, and fowls of the air. 
And I heard a voice saying unto me, Arise, Peter; slay and eat. But I said, Not so, Lord: for 
nothing common or unclean hath at any time entered into my mouth. But the voice 
answered me again from heaven, What God hath cleansed, that call not thou common. And 
this was done three times: and all were drawn up again into heaven. And, behold,  
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immediately there were three men already come unto the house where I was, sent from 
Caesarea unto me. And the Spirit bade me go with them, nothing doubting. Moreover these 
six brethren accompanied me, and we entered into the man's house: and he shewed us how 
he had seen an angel in his house, which stood and said unto him, Send men to Joppa, and 
call for Simon, whose surname is Peter; who shall tell thee words, whereby thou and all thy 
house shall be saved. And as I began to speak, the Holy Ghost fell on them, as on us at the 
beginning. Then remembered I the word of the Lord, how that he said, John indeed 
baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost. Forasmuch then as God 
gave them the like gift as he did unto us, who believed on the Lord Jesus Christ; what was I, 
that I could withstand God? When they heard these things, they held their peace, and 
glorified God, saying, Then hath God also to the Gentiles granted repentance unto life.  

The Gospel. St. John 4:4-14.  
JESUS must needs go through Samaria. Then cometh he to a city of Samaria, which is 

called Sychar, near to the parcel of ground that Jacob gave to his son Joseph. Now Jacob's 
well was there.

Jesus answered and said unto 
her, If thou knewest the gift of God, and who it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink; thou 
wouldest have asked of him, and he would have given thee living water. The woman saith 
unto him, Sir, thou hast nothing to draw with, and the well is deep: from whence then hast 
thou that living water? Art thou greater than our father Jacob, which gave us the well, and 
drank thereof himself, and his children, and his cattle? Jesus answered and said unto her, 
Whosoever drinketh of this water shall thirst again: but whosoever drinketh of the water that 
I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of 
water springing up into everlasting life.

4. OF A MONASTIC  

The Collect.  
O GOD, by whose grace the blessed (abbot) ____, enkindled with the fire of thy love, 

became a burning and a shining light in thy Church: Grant that we may be inflamed with the 
same spirit of discipline and love, and ever walk before thee as children of light; through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. Philippians 3:7-15.  
HOWBEIT what things were gain to me, these have I counted loss for Christ. Yea 

verily, and I count all things to be loss for the excellency of the knowledge of Christ Jesus 
my Lord: for whom I suffer the loss of all things, and do count them but dung, that I may 
gain Christ, and be found in him, not having a righteousness of mine own, even that which 
is of the law, but that which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which is of God by 
faith: that I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his 
sufferings, becoming conformed unto his death; if by any means I may attain unto the 
resurrection of the dead. Not that I have already obtained, or am already made perfect: but I 
press on, if so be that I may apprehend that for which also I was apprehended by Christ 
Jesus. Brethren, I count not myself yet to have apprehended: but one thing I do, forgetting 
the things which are behind, and stretching forward to the things which are before, I press 
on toward the goal unto the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. Let us 
therefore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded: and if in anything ye are otherwise minded, 
even this shall God reveal unto you.  
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The Gospel. St. Luke 12:22-37.  
TESUS said unto his disciples, Therefore I say unto you, tJ Be not anxious for your life, 

what ye shall eat; neither for the body, what ye shall put on. The life is more than meat, and 
the body is more than raiment. Consider the ravens: for they neither sow nor reap; which 
neither have storehouse nor barn; and God feedeth them: how much more are ye better than 
the fowls? And which of you by being anxious can add a cubit to his span of life? If ye then 
be not able to do that which is least, why are ye anxious for the rest? Consider the lilies how 
they grow: they toil not, they spin not; and yet I say unto you, that Solomon in all his glory 
was not arrayed like one of these. If then God so clothe the grass, which is to day in the 
field, and to morrow is cast into the oven; how much more will he clothe you, 0 ye of little 
faith? And seek not ye what ye shall eat, or what ye shall drink, neither be ye of anxious 
mind. For all these things do the nations of the world seek after: and your Father knoweth 
that ye have need of these things. But rather seek ye the kingdom of God; and all these 
things shall be added unto you.  

Fear not, little flock; for it is your Father's good pleasure to give you the kingdom. Sell 
that ye have, and give alms; provide yourselves bags which wax not old, a treasure in the 
heavens that faileth not, where no thief approacheth, neither moth corrupteth. For where 
your treasure is, there will your heart be also. Let your loins be girded about, and your lamps 
burning; and ye yourselves like unto men that wait for their lord, when he will return from 
the wedding; that when he cometh and knocketh, they may open unto him immediately. 
Blessed are those servants, whom the lord when he cometh shall find watching: verily I say 
unto you, that he shall gird himself, and make them to sit down to meat, and will come forth 
and serve them.  

5. OF A DEACONESS  

The Collect.  
O GOD, who hast bestowed upon thy Church divers gifts and graces of Ministry: We 

give thee humble thanks for thy servant___ whom we commemorate this day; and we 
beseech thee to help us follow in her steps, and fill our hearts with love of thee, and of 
others for thy sake; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. Romans 15:30-16:2.  
NOW I beseech you, brethren, for the Lord Jesus Christ's sake, and for the love of the 

Spirit, that ye strive together with me in your prayers to God for me; that I may be delivered 
from them that do not believe in Judaea; and that my service which I have for Jerusalem may 
be accepted of the saints; that I may come unto you with joy by the will of God, and may 
with you be refreshed. Now the God of peace be with you all. Amen.  

I commend unto you Phebe our sister, which is a deaconess of the church which is at 
Cenchrea: that ye receive her in the Lord, as becometh saints, and that ye assist her in 
whatsoever business she hath need of you: for she hath been a succourer of many, and of 
myself also.

The Gospel. St. Matthew 9:35-38.  
JESUS went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching 

The Gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people. 
But when he saw the multitudes, he was moved with compassion on them, because they 
fainted, and were scattered abroad, as sheep having no shepherd. Then saith he unto his 
disciples, The harvest truly is plenteous, but the labourers are few; Pray ye therefore the Lord 
of the harvest, that he will send forth labourers into his harvest.  

6. OF A SAINT  

The Collect.  
O ALMIGHTY God, who hast called us to faith in thee, and hast compassed us about 

with so great a cloud of witnesses: Grant that we, encouraged by the good examples of thy 
Saints, and especially of thy servant — — — , may persevere in running the race that is set 
before us, until at length, through thy mercy, we with them attain to thine eternal joy; 
through him who is the author and finisher of our faith, thy Son Jesus Christ our Lord. 
Amen.  

The Epistle. Hebrews 12: 1-2.  
SEEING we also are compassed about with so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside 

every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race 
that is set before us, looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy 
that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right 
hand of the throne of God.  

The Gospel. St. Matthew 25:31-40.  
WHEN the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with him, then 

shall he sit upon the throne of his glory: and before him shall be gathered all nations: and he 
shall separate them one from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats: and 
he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the left. Then shall the King say 
unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared 
for you from the foundation of the world: for I was an hun gred, and ye gave me meat: I was 
thirsty, and ye gave me. drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in: naked, and ye clothed me: 
I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye came unto me. Then shall the righteous 
answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave 
thee drink? When saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and clothed thee? Or 
when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee? And the King shall answer and say 
unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of these 
my brethren, ye have done it unto me.  

Or this,  
The Collect.  

O GOD, who hast brought us near to an innumerable company of Angels, and to the 
spirits of just men made perfect: Grant us during our pilgrimage to abide in their fellowship, 
and in our Country to become partakers of their joy; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. .  
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The Epistle. Philippians 4: 4-9. .  
REJOICE in the Lord alway: and again I say, Rejoice, Let your moderation be known 

unto all men. The Lord is at hand. Be anxious for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and 
supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God. And the peace 
of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ 
Jesus.  

Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever 
things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things 
are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things. 
Those things, which ye have both learned, and received, and heard, and seen in me, do: and 
the God of peace shall be with you.  

The Gospel. St. Luke 6:17-23.  
JESUS came down and stood in the plain, with the company of his disciples, and a great 

multitude of people out of all Judaea and Jerusalem, and from the sea coasts of Tyre and 
Sidon, which came to hear him, and to be healed of their diseases; and they that were vexed 
with unclean spirits:  and they were healed. And the whole multitude sought to touch him: 
for there went virtue out of him, and healed them all. And he lifted up his eyes on his 
disciples, and said, Blessed be ye poor: for your's is the kingdom of God. Blessed are ye that 
hunger now: for ye shall be filled. Blessed are ye that weep now: for ye shall laugh. Blessed 
are ye, when men shall hate you, and when they shall sep-arate you from their company, and 
shall reproach you, and cast out your name as evil, for the Son of man's sake. Rejoice ye in 
that day, and leap for joy: for, behold, your reward is great in heaven.  
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FOR SPECIAL OCCASIONS  
The following Collects, Epistles, and Gospels may be used at special celebrations of the 
Holy Eucharist on any weekday for which The Book of Common Prayer does not provide 
an appointed set of propers.  

1. OF THE HOLY TRINITY  

The Collect.  
ALMIGHTY and everlasting God, who hast given unto us thy servants grace, by the 

confession of a true faith, to acknowledge the glory of the eternal Trinity, and in the power 
of the Divine Majesty to worship the Unity: We beseech thee that thou wouldest keep us 
stedfast in this faith, and evermore defend us from all adversities, who livest and reignest, 
one God, world without end. Amen.  

The Epistle. Romans 11:33-36.  
O THE depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! how 

unsearchable are his judgments, and his ways past finding out! For who hath known the 
mind of the Lord? or who hath been his counsellor? Or who hath first given to him, and it 
shall be recompensed unto him again? For of him, and through him, and to him, are all 
things: to whom be glory for ever. Amen.  

The Gospel. St. Matthew 28: 18-2o.  
JESUS came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in 

earth. Go ye therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the 
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: teaching them to observe all things 
whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the 
world.  

2. OF THE HOLY SPIRIT  

The Collect.  
ALMIGHTY and most merciful God, grant, we beseech thee, that by the indwelling of 

thy Holy Spirit, we may be enlightened and strengthened for thy service; through Jesus 
Christ our Lord, who liveth and reigneth with thee in the unity of the same Spirit ever, one 
God, world without end. Amen.  

The Epistle, I Corinthians 12:4-14.  
NOW there are diversities of gifts, but the same Spirit. And there are differences of 

administrations, but the same Lord. And there are diversities of operations, but it is the same 
God which worketh all in all. But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to 
profit withal. For to one is given by the Spirit the word of wisdom; to another the word of 
knowledge by the same Spirit; to another faith by the same Spirit; to another the gifts of 
healing by the same Spirit; to another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to 
another discerning of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to another the 
interpretation of tongues: but all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to 
every man severally as he will. For as the body is one, and hath many members, and all the 
members of that one body, being many, are one body: so also is Christ. For by one Spirit are 
we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; 
and have been all made to drink into one Spirit. For the body is not one member, but many.  
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The Gospel. St. Luke 11:9-13.  
JESUS said to his disciples, Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, 

and it shall be opened unto you. For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh 
findeth; and to him that knocketh it shall be opened. If a son shall ask bread of any of you 
that is a father, will he give him a stone? or if he ask a fish, will he for a fish give him a 
serpent? or if he shall ask an egg, will he oflFer him a scorpion? If ye then, being evil, know 
how to give good gifts unto your children: how much more shall your heavenly Father give 
the Holy Spirit to them that ask him?  

3. OF THE HOLY ANGELS  

The Collect.  
O EVERLASTING God, who hast ordained and constituted the services of Angels and 

men in a wonderful order: Mercifully grant that, as thy holy Angels always do thee service in 
heaven, so, by thy appointment, they may succour and defend us on earth; through Jesus 
Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. Revelation 5:11-14.  
I BEHELD, and I heard the voice of many angels round about the throne and the beasts 

and the elders: and the number of them was ten thousand times ten thousand, and 
thousands of thousands; saying with a loud voice, Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to 
receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honour, and glory, and blessing. 
And every creature which is in heaven, and on the earth, and under the earth, and such as are 
in the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying, Blessing, and honour, and glory, and 
power, be unto him that sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb for ever and ever. And 
the four beasts said, Amen. And the elders fell down and -worshipped him.  

The Gospel. St. John 1:47-51.  
JESUS saw Nathanael coming to him, and saith of him Behold an Israelite indeed, in 

whom is no guile! Nathanael saith unto him, Whence knowest thou me? Jesus answered and 
said unto him, Before that Philip called thee, when thou wast under the fig tree, I saw thee. 
Nathanael answered and saith unto him, Rabbi, thou art the Son of God; thou art the King 
of Israel. Jesus answered and said unto him, Because I said unto thee, I saw thee under the 
fig tree, believest thou? thou shalt see greater things than these. And he saith unto him, 
Verily, verily, I say unto you, Hereafter ye shall see heaven open, and the angels of God 
ascending and descending upon the Son of man.  

4. OF THE INCARNATION  

The Collect.  
WE beseech thee, 0 Lord, pour thy grace into our hearts; that, as we have known the 

incarnation of thy Son Jesus Christ by the message of an angel, so by his cross and passion 
we may be brought unto the glory of his resurrection; through the same Jesus Christ our 
Lord. Amen. .  
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The Epistle, I John 4:1-11.  
BELOVED, believe not every spirit, but try the s pirits whether they are of God: because 

many false prophets are gone out into the world. Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every 
spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God: and every spirit that 
confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and this is that spirit of 
antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it should come; and even now already is it in the 
world.  

Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in 
you, than he that is in the world. They are of the world: therefore speak they of the world, 
and the world heareth them. We are of God: he that knoweth God heareth us; he that is not 
of God heareth not us. Hereby know we the spirit of truth, and the spirit of error. Beloved, 
let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth is born of God, and 
knoweth God. He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love. In this was manifested 
the love of God toward us, because that God sent his only begotten Son into the world, that 
we might live through him. Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and 
sent his Son to be the expiation for our sins. Beloved, if God so loved us, we ought also to 
love one another.  

The Gospel. St. Luke 1: 26-38.  
AND in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God unto a city of Galilee, 

named Nazareth, to a virgin espoused to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of 
David; and the virgin's name was Mary. And the angel came in unto her, and said, Hail, thou 
that art highly favoured, the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou among women. And when 
she saw him, she was troubled at his -  saying, and cast in her mind what manner of salutation 
this should be. And the angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found favour with 
God. And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his 
name JESUS. He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord 
God shall give unto him the throne of his father David: and he shall reign over the house of 
Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom there shall be no end. Then said Mary unto the angel, 
How shall this be, seeing I know not a man? And the angel answered and said ; unto her, 
The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power of the Highest shall overshadow thee: 
therefore also that holy thing which shall be born of thee shall be called the Son of God. 
And, behold, thy cousin Elisabeth, she hath also conceived a son in her old age: and this is 
the sixth month with her, who was called barren. For with God nothing shall be impossible. 
And Mary said, Behold the handmaid of the Lord; be it unto me according to thy word. And 
the angel departed from her.  

5. OF THE HOLY EUCHARIST  

Especially suitable for Thursdays.  
The Collect.  

O LORD Jesus Christ, who in a wonderful Sacrament hast left unto us the memorial of thy 
Passion: Grant us, we beseech thee, so to reverence the sacred mysteries of thy Body and 
Blood, that we may always perceive within ourselves the fruit of thy redeeming work; who 
livest and reignest with the Father, in the unity of the Holy Spirit ever, one God, world 
without end. Amen.  
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The Epistle. Revelation 19: 1-9.  
AND after these things I heard a great voice of much people in heaven, saying, Alleluia; 

Salvation, and glory, and honour, and power, unto the Lord our God: for true and righteous 
are his judgments: for he hath judged the great whore, which did corrupt the earth with her 
fornica- tion, and hath avenged the blood of his servants at her hand. And again they said, 
Alleluia. And her smoke rose up for ever and ever. And the four and twenty elders and the 
four beasts fell down and worshipped God that sat on the throne, saying, Amen; Alleluia. 
And a voice came out of the throne, saying, Praise our God, all ye his servants, and ye that 
fear him, both small and great. And I heard as it were the voice of a great multitude, and as 
the voice of many waters, and as the voice of mighty thunderings, saying, Alleluia: for the 
Lord God omnipotent reigneth. Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the 
marriage of the Lamb is come, and his bride hath made herself ready. And to her was 
granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean •and white: for the fine linen is the 
righteousness of saints. And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are called unto 
the marriage supper of the Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are the true sayings of God.  

The Gospel. St. John 6:47-59.  
VERILY, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me hath everlasting life. I am that 

bread of life. Your fathers did eat manna in the wilderness, and are dead. This is the bread 
which cometh down from heaven, that a man may eat thereof, and not die. I am the living 
bread which came down from heaven: if any man eat of this bread, he shall live for ever: and 
the bread that I will give is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world.  

The Jews therefore strove among themselves, saying, How can this man give us his flesh 
to eat? Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of 
the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you. Whoso eateth my flesh, and 
drinketh my blood, hath eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day. For my flesh is 
meat indeed, and my blood is drink indeed. He that eateth my flesh, and'drinketh my blood, 
dwelleth in me, and I in him. As the living Father hath sent me, and I live by the Father: so 
he that eateth me, even he shall live by me. This is that bread which came down from 
heaven: not as your fathers did eat manna, and are dead: he that eateth of this bread shall live 
for ever. These things said he in the synagogue, as he taught in Capernaum.  

6. OF THE HOLY CROSS  

Especially suitable for Fridays.  
The Collect.  

ALMIGHTY God, whose beloved Son for our sake willingly offered himself to endure 
the agony and shame of the Cross: Remove from us all cowardice of heart, and give us 
courage to take up our cross and bear it patiently in his service; through the same thy Son 
Jesus Christ our Lord, who liveth and reigneth with thee and the Holy Ghost ever, one God, 
world without end. Amen.  

The Epistle, I Corinthians 1:18-24.  
FOR the preaching of the cross is to them that perish foolishness; but unto us which are 

saved it is the power of God. For it is written,  
I will destroy the wisdom of the wise,  
And will bring to nothing the understanding of the prudent.  
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Where is the wise? where is the scribe? where is the disputer of this world? hath not God 
made foolish the wisdom of this world? For after that in the wisdom of God the world by 
wisdom knew not God, it pleased God by the foolishness of preaching to save them that 
believe. For the Jews require a sign, and the Greeks seek after wisdom: but we preach Christ 
crucified, unto the Jews a stumblingblock, and unto the Greeks foolishness; but unto them 
which are called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God, and the wisdom of God.  

The Gospel. St. John 12:23-33.  
JESUS answered them, saying, The hour is come, that the Son of man should be 

glorified. Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except a seed of wheat fall into the ground and die, it 
abideth alone: but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit. He that loveth his life shall lose it; 
and he that hateth his life in this world shall keep it unto life eternal. If any man serve me, let 
him follow me; and where I am, there shall also my servant be: if any man serve me, him will 
my Father honour.  

Now is my soul troubled; and what shall I say? Father, save me from this hour: but for 
this cause came I unto this .hour. Father, glorify thy name. Then came there a voice from 
heaven, saying, I have both glorified it, and will glorify it again. The people therefore, that 
stood by, and heard it, said that it thundered: others said, An angel spake to him. Jesus 
answered and said, This voice came not because of me, but for your sakes. Now is the 
judgment of this world: now shall the prince of this world be cast out. And I, if I be lifted up 
from the earth, will draw all men unto me. This he said, signifying what death he should die.  

7. FOR ALL BAPTIZED CHRISTIANS  

Especially suitable for Saturdays.  
The Collect.  

GRANT,O Lord, that as we are baptized into the death of thy blessed Son, our Saviour 
Jesus Christ, so by continual mortifying our corrupt affections we may be buried with him; 
and that through the grave, and gate of death, we may pass to our joyful resurrection; for his 
merits, who died, and was buried, and rose again for us, the same thy Son Jesus Christ our 
Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. Romans 6:3-11  
DO you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized 

into his death? We were buried therefore with him by baptism into death, so that as Christ 
was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life. 
For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we shall certainly be united with him 
in a resurrection like his. This we know, that our old self was crucified with him .so that the 
sinful body might be destroyed, and we might no longer be enslaved to sin. For he who has 
died is set free from sin. But if we have died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live 
with him. For we know that Christ being raised from the dead will never die again; death no 
longer has dominion over him. The death he died he died to sin, once for all, but the life he 
lives he lives to God. So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in 
Christ Jesus.  
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The Gospel. St. Mark 10:35-45,  
JAMES and John, the sons of Zebedee, come unto him, saying, Master, we would that 

thou shouldest do for us whatsoever we shall desire. And he said unto them, What would ye 
that I should do for you? They said unto him, Grant unto us that we may sit, one on thy 
right hand, and the other on thy left hand, in thy glory. But Jesus said unto them, Ye know 
not what ye ask: can ye drink of the cup that I drink of? and be baptized with the baptism 
that I am baptized with? And they said unto him, We can. And Jesus said unto them, Ye 
shall indeed drink of the cup that I drink of; and with the baptism that I am baptized withal 
shall ye be baptized: but to sit on my right hand and on my left hand is not mine to give; but 
it shall be given to them for whom it is prepared. And when the ten heard it, they began to 
be much displeased with James and John. But Jesus called them to him, and saith unto them, 
Ye know that they which are accounted to rule over the Gentiles exercise lordship over 
them; and their great ones exercise authority upon them. But so shall it not be among you: 
but whosoever will be great among you, shall be your minister: and whosoever of you will be 
the chiefest, shall be servant of all. For even the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, 
but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many.  

8. OF THE REIGN OF CHRIST  

The Collect.  
ALMIGHTY and everlasting God, who didst will to restore all things in thy well-beloved 

Son, the King of kings and Lord of lords: Mercifully grant that all the kindreds of the earth, 
set free from the captivity of sin, may be brought under his most gracious dominion; who 
liveth and reigneth with thee and the Holy Spirit ever, one God, world without end. Amen.  

The Epistle. Colossians 1: 12-20.  
WE give thanks to the Father, who has qualified us to share in the inheritance of the 

saints in light. He has delivered us from the dominion of darkness and transferred us to the 
kingdom of his beloved Son, in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins.  

He is the image of the invisible God, the first-born of all creation; for in him all things 
were created, in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or 
principalities or authorities —  all things were created through him and for him. He is before 
all things, and in him all things hold together. He is the head of the body, the church; he is 
the beginning, the first-born from the dead, that in everything he might be preeminent. For 
in him all the fullness of God was pleased to dwell, and through him to reconcile all things 
to himself, whether things on earth or things in heaven, having made peace by the blood of 
his cross.  

The Gospel. St. John 18:33-37.  
THEN Pilate entered into the judgment hall again, and called Jesus, and said unto him, 

Art thou the King of the Jews? Jesus answered him, Sayest thou this thing of thyself, or did 
others tell it thee of me? Pilate answered, Am I a Jew? Thine own nation and the chief 
priests have delivered thee unto me: what hast thou done? Jesus answered, My kingdom is 
not of this world: if my kingdom were of this world, then would my servants fight, that I 
should not be delivered to the Jews: but now is my kingdom not from hence. Pilate therefore 
said unto him, Art thou a king then? Jesus answered, Thou sayest that I am a king. To this 
end ; was I born, and for this cause came I into the world, that I should bear witness unto 
the truth. Everyone that is of the truth heareth my voice.  
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9. FOR A CHURCH CONVENTION  

The Collect.  
ALMIGHTY and everlasting Father, who hast given us the Holy Spirit to abide with us 

for ever: Bless, we beseech thee, with his grace and presence the Bishops, Clergy, and Laity 
here assembled in thy Name; that thy Church, being preserved in true faith and godly 
discipline, J may fulfill all the mind of him who loved it, and gave him-1 self for it, thy Son 
our Saviour Jesus Christ. Amen.  

The Epistle, I Corinthians 4: 1-10.  
THEREFORE seeing we have this ministry, as we have received mercy, we faint not; 

but have renounced the hidden things of dishonesty, not walking in craftiness, nor -handling 
the word of God deceitfully; but by manifestation of the truth commending ourselves to 
every man's conscience in the sight of God. But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that 
are lost: in whom the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, 
lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto 
them. For we preach not ourselves but Christ Jesus the Lord; and-ourselves your servants 
for Jesus' sake. For God, who commanded the light to shine out of darkness, hath shined in 
our hearts, to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.  

But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, that the excellency of the power may be of 
God, and not of us. We are troubled on every side, yet not distressed; we are perplexed, but 
not in despair; persecuted, but not forsaken; cast down, but not destroyed; always bearing 
about in the body the dying of the Lord Jesus, that the life also of Jesus might be made 
manifest in our body.  

The Gospel. St. John 15:1-8.  
I AM the true vine, and my Father is the husbandman. Every branch in me that beareth 

not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he pruneth it, that it may bring 
forth more fruit. Now ye are clean through the word which I have spoken unto you. Abide 
in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abide in the vine; no 
more can ye, except ye abide in me. I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in 
me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing. If a 
man abide not in me, he is cast forth as a branch, and is withered; and men gather them, and 
cast them into the fire, and they are burned. If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ye 
shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done unto you. Herein is my Father glorified, that ye 
bear much fruit; so shall ye be my disciples.  

10. FOR EDUCATION  

The Collect.  
ALMIGHTY God, our heavenly Father, who hast committed to thy holy Church the 

care and nurture of thy children: Enlighten with thy wisdom those who teach and those who 
learn, that, rejoicing in the knowledge of thy truth, we may worship thee and serve thee from 
genera- tion to generation; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  
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The Epistle. 2 Timothy 3:14-4:7.  
CONTINUE thou in the things which thou hast learned and hast been assured of, 

knowing of whom thou hast learned them; and that from a child thou hast known the holy 
scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ 
Jesus. All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, 
for correction, for instruction in righteousness: that the man of God may be perfect, 
throughly furnished unto all good works.  

I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick 
and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom; preach the word; be instant in season, out of 
season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all long-suffering and doctrine. For the time will come 
when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to 
themselves teachers, having itching ears; and they shall turn away their ears from the truth, 
and shall be turned unto fables. But watch thou in all things, endure afflictions, do the work 
of an evangelist, make full proof of thy ministry.  

For I am now ready to be offered, and the time of my departure is at hand. I have fought 
a good fight, I have finished my course, I have kept the faith.  

The Gospel. St. Matthew 11:25-30.  
AT that time Jesus answered and said, I thank thee, OFather, Lord of heaven and earth, 

because thou hast hid these things from the wise and prudent, and hast revealed them unto 
babes. Even so, Father: for so it seemed good in thy sight. All things are delivered unto me 
of my Father: and no man knoweth the Son, but the Father; neither knoweth any man the 
Father, save the Son, and he to whomsoever the Son will reveal him.  

Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take my 
yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto 
your souls. For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light.  

11. FOR THE MINISTRY  

The Collect.  
ALMIGHTY God, the giver of all good gifts, who of thy divine providence hast 

appointed divers Orders in thy Church: Give thy grace, we humbly beseech thee, to all those 
who are called to any office and administration in the same; and so replenish them with the 
truth of thy doctrine, and endue them with innocency of life, that they may faithfully serve 
before thee, to the glory of thy great Name, and the benefit of thy holy Church; through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle, i Corinthians 3:5-11.  
WHO then is Paul, and who is Apollos, but ministers by whom ye believed, even as the Lord 
gave to every man? I have planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the increase. So then 
neither is he that planteth any thing, neither he that watereth; but God that giveth the 
increase. Now he that planteth and he that watereth are equal: and every man shall receive 
his own reward according to his own labour. For we are labourers together with God: ye are 
God's husbandry, ye are God's building. According to the grace of God which is given unto 
me, as a wise master-builder, I have laid the foundation, and another buildeth thereon. But 
let every man take heed how he buildeth thereupon. For other foundation can no man lay 
than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ.  
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The Gospel. St. John 4:31-38.  
IN the mean while his disciples prayed him, saying, Master, eat. But he said unto them, I 

have meat to eat that ye know not of. Therefore said the disciples one to another, Hath any 
man brought him ought to eat? Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that 
sent me, and to finish his work. Say not ye, There are yet four months, and then cometh 
harvest? behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on the fields; for they are white 
already to harvest. And he that reapeth receiveth wages, | and gathereth fruit unto life 
eternal: that both he that soweth and he that reapeth may rejoice together. And herein is that 
saying true, One soweth, and another reapeth. I sent you to reap that whereon ye bestowed 
no labour: other men laboured, and ye are entered into their labours.  

12. FOR THE MISSION OF THE CHURCH  

The Collect.  
O GOD, who hast made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on the face of the 
whole earth, and didst send thy blessed Son to preach peace to them that are far off and to 
them that are nigh: Grant that all men everywhere may seek after thee and find thee. Bring 
the nations into thy fold, pour out thy Spirit upon all flesh, and hasten thy kingdom; through 
the same thy Son Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. Isaiah 2:2-4.  
AND it shall come to pass in the last days, that the mountain of the LORD'S house shall 

be established in the top1 of the mountains, and shall be exalted above the hills; and all 
nations shall flow unto it. And many people shall go and say, Come ye, and let us go up to 
the mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob; and he will teach us of his 
ways/and we will walk in his paths: for out of Zion shall go forth the law, and the word of 
the LORD from Jerusalem. And he shall judge among the nations, and shall rebuke many 
people: and they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their spears into pruninghooks: 
nation shall not lift up sword against nation, neither shall they learn war any more.  

Or this, 
The Epistle. Isaiah 49:5-13.  

NOW saith the Lord that formed me from the womb to be his servant, to bring Jacob 
again to him, and that Israel be gathered unto him: (for I am honourable in the eyes of the 
Lord, and my God is become my strength:) yea, he saith, It is too light a thing that thou 
shouldest be my servant to raise up the tribes of Jacob, and to restore the preserved of Israel: 
I will also give thee for a light to the Gentiles, that thou mayest be my salvation unto the end 
of the earth.  

Thus saith the Lord, the redeemer of Israel, and his Holy One, to him whom man 
despiseth, to him whom the nation abhorreth, to a servant of rulers: Kings shall see and 
arise; princes, and they shall worship; because of the Lord that is faithful, even the Holy One 
of Israel, who hath chosen thee. Thus saith the Lord, In an acceptable time have I answered 
thee, and in a day of salvation have I helped thee: and I will preserve thee, and give thee for 
a covenant of the people, to raise up the land, to make them inherit the desolate heritages; 
saying to them that are bound, Go forth; to them that are in darkness, Shew yourselves. 
They shall feed in the ways, and on all bare heights shall be their pasture. They shall not  
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hunger nor thirst; neither shall the heat nor sun smite them: for he that hath mercy on them 
shall lead them, even by the springs of water shall he guide them. And I will make all my 
mountains a way, and my high ways shall be exalted. Lo, these shall come from far: and lo, 
these from the north and from the west; and these from the land of Sinim. Sing, O heavens; 
and be joyful, O earth; and break forth into singing, O mountains: for the Lord hath 
comforted his people, and will have compassion upon his afflicted.  

The Gospel. St. Luke 10:1-9  
AFTER these things the Lord appointed other seventy , also, and sent them two and two 

before his face into | every city and place, whither he himself would come. Therefore said he 
unto them, The harvest truly is great, but the labourers are few: pray ye therefore the Lord of 
the harvest, that he would send forth labourers into his harvest. Go your ways: behold, I 
send you forth as lambs among wolves. Carry neither purse, nor pack, nor shoes: and salute 
no man by the way. And into whatsoever house, ye enter, first say, Peace be to this house. 
And if the son of' peace be there, your peace shall rest upon it: if not, it shall turn to you 
again. And in the same house remain, eating and drinking such things as they give: for the 
labourer is worthy of his hire. Go not from house to house. And into whatsoever city ye 
enter, and they receive you, eat such things as are set before you; and heal the sick that are 
therein, and say unto them, The kingdom of God is come nigh unto you.  

Or this,  
The Gospel. St. Matthew 9:35-3 8.  

JESUS went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching 
The Gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people. 
But when he saw the multitudes, he was moved with compassion on them, because they 
fainted, and were scattered abroad, as sheep having no shepherd. Then saith he unto his 
disciples, The harvest truly is plenteous, but the labourers are few; pray ye therefore the Lord 
of the harvest, that he will send forth labourers into his harvest.  

13. FOR THE NATION  

The Collect.  
O ETERNAL God, through whose mighty power our fathers won their liberties of old: 

Grant, we beseech thee, that we and all the people of this land may have grace to maintain 
these liberties in righteousness and peace; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  
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The Epistle. Micah 4:1-5.  
IN the last days it shall come to pass, that the mountain of the house of the LORD shall 

be established in the top of the mountains, and it shall be exalted above the hills; and people 
shall flow unto it. And many nations shall come, and say. Come, and let us go up to the 
mountain of the LORD, and to the house of the God of Jacob; and he will teach us of his 
ways, and we will walk in his paths: for the law shall go forth of Zion, and the word of the 
LORD from Jerusalem. And he shall judge among many people, and rebuke strong nations 
afar off; and they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their spears into 
pruninghooks: nation shall not lift up a sword against nation, neither shall they learn war any 
more. But they shall sit every man under his vine and under his fig tree; and none shall make 
them afraid: for the mouth of the LORD of hosts hath spoken it. For all people will walk 
every one in the name of his god, and we will walk in the name of the LORD our God for 
ever and ever.  

The Gospel. St. Mark 12:13-17.  
THEY send unto him certain of the Pharisees and of the Herodians, to catch him in his 

words. And when they were come, they say unto him, Master, we know that thou art true, 
and carest for no man: for thou regardest not the person of men, but teachest the way of 
God in truth: Is it lawful to give tribute to Caesar, or not? Shall we give, or shall we not give? 
But he, knowing their hypocrisy, said unto them, Why tempt ye me? bring me a penny, that I 
may see it. And they brought it. And he saith unto them, Whose is this image and 
superscription? And they said unto him, Cassar's. And Jesus answering said unto them, 
Render to Cssar the things that are Caesar's, and to God the things that are God's, And they 
marvelled at him.  

14. FOR PEACE  

The Collect.  
A LMIGHTY God, from whom all thoughts of truth and peace proceed: Kindle, we 

pray thee, in the hearts of ; all men the true love of peace; and guide with thy pure and 
peaceable wisdom those who take counsel for the nations of the earth; that in tranquillity thy 
kingdom may go forward, rill the earth is filled with the knowledge of thy love; through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. Ephesians 2:13-22.  
NOW in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of 

Christ. For he is our peace, who hath made both one, and hath broken down the middle wall 
of partition between us; having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of 
commandments con- , tained in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, so 
making peace; and that he might reconcile both unto God in one body by the cross, having 
slain the enmity thereby: and came and preached peace to you which were afar off, and to 
them that were nigh. For through him we both have access by one Spirit unto the Father. 
Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellow-citizens with the saints, 
and of the household of God; and are built upon the foundation of the apostles and 
prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone; in whom all the building fitly 
framed together groweth unto an holy temple in the Lord: in whom ye also are builded 
together for an habitation of God through the Spirit.  
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The Gospel. St. John 16:23-33.  
VERILY, verily, I say unto you. Whatsoever ye shall ask the Father in my name, he will 

give it you. Hitherto have ye asked nothing in my name: ask, and ye shall receive, that your 
joy may be full. These things have I spoken unto you by means of figures: but the time 
cometh, when I shall no more speak unto you in figures, but I shall shew you plainly of the 
Father. At that day ye shall ask in my name: and I say not unto you, that I will pray the 
Father for you: for the Father himself loveth you, because ye have loved me, and have 
believed that I came out from God. I came forth from the Father, and am come into the 
world: again, I leave the world, and go to the Father. His disciples said unto him, Lo, now 
speakest thou plainly, and not in any figure of speech. Now are we sure that thou knowest all 
things, and needest not that any man should ask thee: by this we believe that thou earnest 
forth from God. Jesus answered them, Do ye now believe? Behold, the hour cometh, yea, is 
now come, that ye shall be scattered, every man to his own, and shall leave me alone: and yet 
I am not alone, because the Father is with me. These things I have spoken unto you, that in 
me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have 
overcome the world.  

15. FOR THE SICK  

The Collect.  
O HEAVENLY Father, watch with us, w e pray thee, over thy sick servants for whom 

our prayers are offered, and grant that they may be restored to that perfect health which it is 
thine alone to give; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. James 5:13-16.  
IS any among you afflicted? let him pray. Is any merry? let him sing psalms. Is any sick 

among you? let him call for the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, anointing 
him with oil in the name of the Lord: and the, prayer of faith shall save the sick, and the 
Lord shall raise him up; and if he have committed sins, they shall be for-  i given him. 
Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed. The 
effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.  

The Gospel. St. Mark 2:1-12.  
AGAIN he entered into Capernaum after some days; and it was noised that he was in 

the house. And straightway many were gathered together, insomuch that there was no room 
to receive them, no, not so much as about the door: and he preached the word unto them. 
And they come unto him, bringing one sick of the palsy, which was borne of four. And 
when they could not come nigh unto him for the press, they uncovered the roof where he 
was: and when . they had broken it up, they let down the bed wherein the J sick of the palsy 
lay. When Jesus saw their faith, he said| unto the sick of the palsy, Son, thy sins be forgiven 
thee.| But there were certain of the scribes sitting there, and reasoning in their hearts, Why 
doth this man thus speak blasphemies? who can forgive sins but God only? And immediately 
when Jesus perceived in his spirit that they so reasoned within themselves, he said unto 
them, Why reason ye these things in your hearts? Whether is it easier to say to the sick of the 
palsy, Thy sins be forgiven thee; or to say, Arise, and take up thy bed, and walk? But that ye 
may a know that the Son of man hath power on earth to forgive sins, (he saith to the sick of 
the palsy,) I say unto thee, Arise, and take up thy bed, and go thy way into thine house. And 
immediately he arose, took up the bed, and went forth before them all; insomuch that they 
were all amazed, and glorified God, saying, We never saw it on this fashion.  
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16. FOR SOCIAL JUSTICE  

The Collect.  
ALMIGHTY God, who hast created man in thine own image: Grant us grace fearlessly 

to contend against evil, and to make no peace with oppression; and, that we may reverently 
use our freedom, help us to employ it in the maintenance of justice among men and nations, 
to the glory of thy holy Name; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. Isaiah 42: i-8.  
BEHOLD my servant, whom I uphold; mine elect, in whom my soul delighteth; I have 

put my spirit upon him: he shall bring forth judgment to the Gentiles. He shall not cry, nor 
lift up, nor cause his voice to be heard in the street. A bruised reed shall he not break, and 
the smoking flax shall he not quench: he shall bring forth judgment unto truth. He shall not 
fail nor be discouraged, till he have set judgment in the earth: and the isles shall wait for his 
law. Thus saith God the LORD, he that created the heavens, and stretched them out; he that 
spread forth the earth, and that which cometh out of it; he that giveth breath unto the 
people upon it, and spirit to them that walk therein: I the LORD have called thee in 
righteousness, and will hold thine hand, and will keep thee, and give thee for a covenant of 
the people, for a light of the Gentiles; to open the blind eyes, to bring out the prisoners from 
the prison, and them that sit in darkness out of the prison house. I am the LORD: that is my 
name: and my glory will I not give to another.  

The Gospel. St. Matthew 10:32-42.  
WHOSOEVER therefore shall confess me before men, him will I confess also before 

my Father which is in heaven. But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny 
before my Father which is in heaven.  

Think not that I am come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword. 
For I am come to set a man at variance against his father, and the daughter against her 
mother, and the daughter in law against her mother in law. And a man's foes shall be they of 
his own household. He ' that loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me: 
and he that loveth son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me. And he that taketh 
not his cross, and followeth after me, is not worthy of me. He that findeth his life shall lose 
it: and he that loseth his life for my sake shall find it.  

He that receiveth you receiveth me, and he that receiveth me receiveth him that sent me. 
He that receiveth a prophet in the name of a prophet shall receive a prophet's reward; and he 
that receiveth a righteous man in the name of a righteous man shall receive a righteous man's 
reward. And whosoever shall give to drink unto one of these little ones a cup of cold water 
only in the name of a disciple, verily I say unto you, he shall in no wise lose his reward.  

17. FOR SOCIAL SERVICE  

The Collect.  
O LORD, our heavenly Father, whose blessed Son came not to be ministered unto, but 

to minister: We beseech thee to bless all who, following in his steps, give themselves to the 
service of their fellow men. Endue them with wisdom, patience, and courage to strengthen 
the weak and raise up those who fall; that, being inspired by thy love, they may worthily 
minister in thy Name to the suffering, the friendless, and the needy; for the sake of him who 
laid down his Ufe for us, the same thy Son, our Saviour Jesus Christ. Amen.  
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The Epistle, I Peter 4:7-11.  
THE end of all things is at hand: be ye therefore sober, and watch unto prayer. And 

above all things have fervent charity among yourselves: for charity shall cover the multitude 
of sing. Use hospitality one to another without grudging. As every man hath received the 
gift, even so minister the same one to another, as good stewards of the manifold grace of 
God. If any man speak, let him speak as the oracles of God, if any man minister, let him do 
it as of the ability which God giveth: that God in all things may be glorified through Jesus 
Christ to whom be praise and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.  

The Gospel. St. Mark 10:42-52.  
JESUS called them to him, and saith unto them, Ye know that they which are accounted 

to rule over the Gentiles exercise lordship over them; and their great ones exercise authority 
upon them. But so shall it not be among you: but whosoever will be great among you shall 
be your minister: and whosoever of you will be chiefest, shall be servant of all. For even the 
Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for 
many.  And they came to Jericho: and as he went out of Jericho with his disciples and a great 
number of people, blind Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, sat by the highway side begging. 
And when he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out, and say, Jesus, thou 
son of David, have mercy on me. And many charged him that he should hold his peace: but 
he cried the more a great deal, Thou son of David, have mercy on me. And Jesus stood still, 
and commanded him to be called. And they call the blind man, saying unto him, Be of good 
comfort, rise; he calleth thee. And he, casting away his garment, rose, and came to Jesus. 
And Jesus answered and said unto him, What wilt thou that I should do unto thee? The 
blind man said unto him, Lord, that I might receive my sight. And Jesus said unto him, Go 
thy way; thy faith hath made thee whole. And immediately he received his sight, and 
followed Jesus in the way.  

18. FOR THE UNITY OF THE CHURCH  

The Collect.  
O LORD Jesus Christ, who saidst unto thine Apostles, Peace I leave with you, my peace 

I give unto you: Regard not our sins, but the faith of thy Church; and grant to it that peace 
and unity which is according to thy will, who livest and reignest with the Father and the Holy 
Ghost, one God, world without end. Amen.  

The Epistle. Ephesians 4:1-13.  
I THEREFORE, the prisoner of the Lord, beseech you that ye walk worthy of the 

vocation wherewith ye are called, with all lowliness and meekness, with longsuffering, 
forbearing one another in love; endeavouring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of 
peace. There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of your calling; 
one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and ; Father of all, who is above all, and through 
all, and in you all. But unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the 
gift of Christ. Wherefore he saith,  

When he ascended up on high, he led captivity captive,  
And gave gifts unto men.  
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(Now that he ascended, what is it but that he also descended first into the lower parts of 
the earth? He that descended is the same also that ascended up far above all heavens, that he 
might fill all things.) And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; 
and some, pastors and teachers; for the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, 
for the edifying of the body of Christ: till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the 
knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the 
fulness of Christ.  

The Gospel. St. John 17:15-23.  
JESUS said, I pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that thou 

shouldest keep them from the evil. They are not of the world, even as I am not of the world. 
Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth. As thou hast sent me into the world, even 
so have I also sent them into the world. And for their sakes I sanctify myself, that they also 
might be sanctified through the truth. Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also 
which shall believe on me through their word; that they all may be one; as thou, Father, art 
in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou 
hast sent me. And the glory which thou gavest me I have given them;  that they may be one, 
even as w e are one: I in them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and 
that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast loved 
me.  

19. FOR VOCATION IN DAILY WORK  

The Collect.  
ALMIGHTY God, our heavenly Father, who declarest thy glory and showest forth thy 

handiwork in the heavens and in the earth: Deliver us, we beseech thee, in our several 
callings, from the service of mammon, that we may do the work which thou givest us to do, 
in truth, m beauty, and in righteousness, with singleness of heart as thy servants, and to the 
benefit of our fellow men; for the sake of him who came among us as one that serveth, thy 
Son Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

The Epistle. Ecclesiastes 3: i, 9 -13.  
TO every thing there is a season, and a time to every purpose under the heaven. What 

profit hath he that work-eth in that wherein he laboureth? I have seen the travail, which God 
hath given to the sons of men to be exercised in it. He hath made every thing beautiful in his 
time: also he hath set the world in their heart, so that no man can find out the work that 
God maketh from the beginning to the end. I know that there is nothing better for them, 
but for a man to rejoice, and to do good in his life. And also that every man should eat and 
drink, and enjoy the good of all his labour, it is the gift of God.

And I will say to m) soul, Soul, thou hast much goods 
laid up for many years; take thine ease, eat, drink, and be merry. But God said unto Aim, 
Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be required of thee: then whose shall those things be, 
which thou hast provided? So is he that layeth up treasure for himself, and is not rich toward 
God.
